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	Jacques (A pun on “Jock-eys”) by artist John Cox sported dozens of racing silks, including all of the fifty most recent Kentucky Derby winners. Sponsored by Thorough-Graphic Signs Inc., the horse stood most of the summer on Main Street in front of Cross gate gallery, but, during July it travelled to Saratoga, New York, where it was on display for the racing season there.
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	Mo (Short for “Mosaic”) was painted by Lexington collage artist Carleton Wing as the prototype for all the Horse Mania horses and sparked a tremendous enthusiasm for the project among potential sponsors who were given a preview peek. During the summer, Mo guarded the front door of Arts Place, the headquarters of its sponsor, the Lexington Arts and Cultural Council.
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	Mirored Horse, a brilliant conception by mother-daughterartists Hunter Guyon and Chesney Turner,was a head-to-hoof mosaic to mirrir fragments, which reflected the horse’s surroundings, the sky, and the viewer. “Mirrored Horse” was voted by readers of the Lexington Herald-Leader as the most popular of all Horse Mania horses.
